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Bushfire Emergency Plan 2020
When the School becomes aware of a bushfire emergency arising during school hours, either through the Association of Independent Schools Office’s monitoring system, or via official news releases from the National Disasters Organisation, the following action will be taken : 

1
Students living in the affected areas will be kept at School.  Meals and overnight accommodation will be provided as required 

2
Such students will be released only when, in the opinion of the School  and emergency authorities, it is safe to do so
3
Such students will only be released into the custody of a parent or nominated guardian and not to any other person
In the event of an emergency, a communications headquarters will be set up at the School and will remain open until the emergency is over. 

Please note:

(a) In such an emergency the Head of Junior School will call an emergency evacuation drill for the Junior School. When students are assembled on the Girdlestone oval, two master lists will be used to assemble students affected by the Bushfire policy.  One master list will cover residential addresses in fire prone areas, the other will be drawn from information regarding routes used to travel home.

(b) The Library will be the emergency accommodation centre. Maintenance staff will supply mattresses for overnight accommodation and all resident teachers will be allotted tasks by the Head of Junior School for supervision and support during the evening.
