. From the Headmaster

Features

As we reflect on the 177th year of operations, we first give thanks
for the opportunity to be part of the SPSC community. We
acknowledge our Founders, their vision and most importantly their
gifts to establish and sustain the School. Our Founders could not
have imagined the diversity of both our programs and of course
our families so many years ago. This is to be celebrated and this
publication goes some way towards highlighting much of our vision
to be an exceptional community of learning.

As the challenges of modern society through social media, Artificial
Intelligence (Al) and the commodification of student pathways
continue to place families and childhood development under
pressure, the strengthening of our Anglican Identity in 2024 has
provided a firm foundation from which families draw support. In
everything we do, ‘Pro Deo et Patria’, being for God and Country,
has never been more relevant or important. Our endeavour to
provide a morally formative education remains strong.

If the provision of a morally formative education is our first goal, the
second is the holistic education of every child through challenging
programs both in and out of the classroom. With the rapid
expansion of Al, or access to Large Language Model computing,
SPSC has taken the question of ‘what is learning’ seriously. | have
no doubt that teachers are not going to be replaced by Al. Teachers
will instead be replaced by teachers who use Al well. If there is

an opportunity for educators to solve the well-known ‘two sigma
dilemma’, SPSC faculty are doing their best to solve it. Further,

where it is possible for technology to release teachers from ‘busy
work’, again, faculty are determined to do so to ensure our high-
quality staff will maximise their time with and alongside our students.

The culmination of all our teamwork and partnerships is nowhere
more evident in the academic results of 2024. Five matriculating
students achieved a perfect academic score and the ‘middle

boy’ of the graduating class placed in the top 8% of the nation.
These are exceptional academic achievements and stem from a
strong and supportive partnership between students, staff and
families. 2024 also marked the end of our more than 20 year era

of International Baccalaureate Diploma studies at SPSC. Over

the last decade student interest in the IB has steadily reduced

with a small class finishing Year 12 IB in the 2024 November
examinations. The decoupling of the IB Diploma has been
matched by very strong growth in our University Studies programs.
2024 saw strong cohorts of students in Law, Medical Sciences,
Business, Philosophy and Theology. There is no doubt that student
participation in bona fide university studies promotes greater
independence and enhances preparation for matriculation. The
cohort of university studies students at SPSC is expected to grow.

At SPSC there is always a great deal taking place behind the
scenes to support our educational programs. 2024 saw efforts
targeting our boarding enrolments that have taken several years
to recover from COVID disruption bear fruit. Pleasingly the outlook
for 2025 remains bright. Further, the year saw the culmination of




more than three years of vision constructing an in-house expert
team of outdoor education practitioners. By extending our outdoor
education program down to Year 1 in the Junior School and
bringing our staffing team in house, SPSC has steadily built one of
the strongest teams of educators in the State. In today’s age the
importance of Outdoor Education cannot be overstated. Stripping
away the accoutrements of modern society is vital to ensure the
healthy development of personal identity, an appreciation of awe,
a recognition of one’s own resilience and capability, an ability to
appreciate one’s own company and connection with God and
nature. The more than five years of planning and resourcing of our
music program in both the Junior School and Senior School has
seen record numbers of participation in music tuition and further
expansion in our ensemble programs. The hard work by staff,
students and families was appropriately rewarded via national
championship recognition at Generations in Jazz.

Behind the scenes our facilities team has also quietly been
finessing the transfer of our building, grounds, maintenance and
outdoor education teams into our renovated Property Services site
adjacent to the Caterer Oval. Completion of this task has included
the ‘making good’ of the demolished site next to the stables south
of the Wilson Oval. Returning old scholars will now see a perfectly
flat and grassed site where old buildings used to stand. This

site now remains ready for the necessary planning of our future
educational build that is anticipated to replace both the Gordon and
Miller buildings.

It is also important to record our continuing community push

to maintain a focus on others. Today’s world naturally draws in
each individual introspectively. Being for others at SPSC means
our service activities must be relational and our daily interactions
uplifting and supportive. Although work in this area is certainly not
complete, the maturing of activities such as Buddy Up and other
service initiatives are showing strong signs. As 2024 passes into
history we reflect on our foundation and the words of the School
Prayer — truth; righteousness; beauty; order; reverence, strong
and lovely. All of our achievements should be rightly judged by our
measurement against these virtues.

Features

The Chapel continued its place as the
centre of the spiritual life at St Peter’s
College. Old scholars continue to choose
the Chapel for their wedding. They and
prospective parents also choose the
Chapel for the baptism of their children.

The chaplaincy team was strengthened

by the appointment of the Rev'd Julia
Denny-Dimitriou as Associate Chaplain,
beginning in Term 2. Among her many
activities during the year, Rev’d Julia led the
Golden Rule Society, which has a focuses
on taking action to support those in need
within our community, including refugees.

Chaplaincy interns, Ed Ruediger and Sam
Colley continued to lead the Friday night
youth program YouthConnect, held four
times per term. Each evening begins with

a simple dinner, followed by the program in
the Pentreath Building from 6.00 - 8.00pm.
In what is believed to be an Australian first,
Father Theo taught a first-year university
subject to students and staff alike. The Uni@
SPSC Theology subject contributed to the
students’ ATAR and challenged participants
by offering a degree-level subject alongside
staff, who completed the course as part of a
Graduate Certificate in Theology.

Term 2 in the Junior School culminated
in a wonderful service of Baptism in the

Eucharist, during which three students
were baptised and 12 were admitted to
Holy Communion. The annual Confirmation
service took place at the end of Term 3,
officiated by Bishop Chris MclLeod. This
wonderful celebration saw 22 students
(including four sisters) confirmed.

Students in Years 6 to 8 attended and
participated reverently in the liturgy, with all
students coming forward to receive Holy
Communion or a blessing.

The annual Founders’ Day Service took
place at the start of Term 3 in the Burchnall
Sports Centre. This simple and significant
service brought together the entire School
community - from Junior to Senior School -
to honour the Founders and to pray for the
continued life of the School.

A Memorial Service was held in the Chapel
on 10 August to celebrate the life of
Andrew Greenwood, a long-serving and
much-respected former staff member.

The Year 4 excursion to St Peter’s
Cathedral on Monday 2 September was
a great success. Students interacted
well with Cathedral volunteers and were
very impressed with the magnificence of
the building and the power of the organ.
The day was led by Junior School RAVE
teacher, Dr Katherine Benstead.

The annual Carol Service in the Cathedral
was once again very well attended, with
the School community enjoying the liturgy,
including wonderful music from the School
choirs and musicians.

From the Deputy Headmaster -
Learning and Teaching

2024 was another year of academic growth
and achievement for the young men of St
Peter’'s College. Our goal remains the same
for all boys in the classroom: to connect
students to academic experiences that

are engaging, meaningful and — just as
importantly — challenging. As in previous
years, we should be proud of all our boys
for their effort, creativity and resilience, plus
their commitment to chasing academic
excellence in all its forms, whether they

are exploring the natural world in an
experiential ELC context, creating achingly
beautiful ceramics in Year 6, churning out
another Chemistry practice paper with

our Old Scholar Academic Mentors in The
Year 12 College long after the sun has set
or successfully competing with first-year
university cohorts in Theology, Philosophy,
Medicine, Law and Business subjects.

One of the more visible aspects of the
2024 Teaching and Learning program
involves the matriculation achievements of
our Year 12 students; we should continue
to be hugely proud of the fact that a
non-selective, comprehensive, all-boys’
school in South Australia can achieve 5
‘perfect’” ATARs and a median ATAR over
92. Very few comparable schools in the
nation can claim such results. These sorts
of achievements, of course, are a function

of effective partnerships between parents,
educators and students themselves, all of
whom are passionate about supporting
and extending the minds of young men.

Given our understanding of contemporary
pedagogical research - which reminds us
that the most statistically significant impact
on a boys’ learning is the teacher in front
of them - the teaching team has continued
to develop themselves through a range of
professional development opportunities

in 2024. These have ranged from in-
house professional learning communities,
curriculum working groups, peer and
line-manager classroom observations, staff
leadership training, Al workshops and a
wide variety of external conferences and
partnerships.

We continue to refine and energise

our continuous reporting systems,
assessment, content and pedagogical
approaches in line with recent changes
to ACARA’s National Curriculum and

the rapidly-shifting realities of Artificial
Intelligence. As an educational institution,
we are lucky to be living in a time of
great change; this gives us a chance to
embrace such flux alongside our traditional
foundations. Our confidence in the future
of our School, after all, lies in the aspects

of SPSC that might feel ‘old-fashioned’
to outsiders: our commitment to high
academic and behavioural expectations,
a program focused solely on boys’
intellectual development and a robust
Anglican spirituality.

Years 7 to 11 Speech Day Address

The following is an extract of the Address
delivered by Mr Paul Hadfield, at the Years
7 to 11 Speech Day.

Official party, colleagues, boys and parents.

When Mr Browning invited me to speak
today, | was deeply moved and found
myself reflecting on my time at St Peter’s
College and the experiences we share. I've
had the privilege of teaching generations
of boys here. Some now send their sons
to the School; others have returned as
staff. It’s surreal to teach the sons of past
students and now work alongside old
scholars like Father Theo, Mr Scott,

Mr Freesmith, Mr Swanson, Mr Higgins
and Mr Good. This ongoing connection
reinforces the strength of our community.

I'm often asked, “What was the School like
back then?” or “Has it changed much?”
Even, “Was my dad a good student?” - rest
assured, my answer is always positive!

One of my favourite memories is from the
1996 Water Polo tour in New Zealand -
captured in a school magazine cover. That
look of excitement as boys tackled the
rapids reflected courage, teamwork and a
willingness to embrace the unknown. | hope
the 169 Year 7 boys who started this year
- and all of you - will experience that same
spirit through the Journey, co-curricular
programs and House events. These
experiences shape lifetime memories.

In 1984, SPSC had about 1,050 students.
That’s grown by 58% to 1,668 today.

The School was a little more “rigid” back
then - chalkboards, Friday detentions

and prefects checking uniforms after
school. There were only three female staff
members in the Senior School. Today, our
inclusive culture is supported by wellbeing
initiatives like Blue Week and open
conversations about mental health.

Who could forget Nathan Bolton’s moving
address about his rehabilitation from trauma,
or the speeches by School Captains James
Hattingh and Ryan Fowler - testament to the
commitment of our student leaders.

Yes, the School has changed - physically,
academically and culturally. Some of you
ask about technology and learning. Our
first computer lab had BBC computers so
slow that typing was faster than the screen.
Today, your calculators have more power
than the systems used to land astronauts
on the moon. It’s remarkable how fast
technology has evolved - from X-rays
used in shoe stores to Artificial Intelligence
guiding rocket landings.

Science at SPSC has a proud history. Old
scholars Lawrence and William Bragg
won a Nobel Prize for pioneering X-ray
crystallography - research you still study in
Chemistry. And thanks to old scholar Oren
Klemich, your meningococcal vaccinations
were introduced after the tragic death of
his son, Jack, whose statue stands near
the Main Oval.

The House system has evolved too. In the
past, 75 boys crammed into one room with
no air conditioning. Today, we enjoy mentor
programs and House hubs. But what
hasn’t changed is the sense of belonging,
pride and respect. These core values
remain at the heart of St Peter’s College.

One of the most meaningful parts of my
journey has been service. Muhammad Ali
once said, “Service to others is the rent you
pay for your room here on Earth.” I've been
lucky to lead over 15 service trips to Fiji and
Cambodia, building around 30 homes and
offering support to those in need. These
trips have profoundly impacted over 300
students and remain a highlight of my

time here.

Our Service Learning Program continues to
thrive - with initiatives like Sony Camp, the
St Mary Magdalene Centre and the Smith
Family. | encourage every one of you to get
involved - not for the hours, but because

of what you will learn about others and
yourself. Service can teach you more than
many classroom lessons ever could.

As the year ends, | encourage you to
reflect. What went well? What can you
build upon?

A few thoughts as you continue your
time here:

In the words of Yeats: “Education is
not the filling of a pail, but the lighting

of a fire.” Stay curious. Ask questions.
Engage with your learning and results
will follow.

Get involved. | was nervous leading
workshops for Physics teachers across
Southeast Asia, but it became a deeply
rewarding experience.

Listen well and learn from others.

Celebrate the talents of those around
you - if you've never been to the music
festival concert or a drama production,
you're missing something special.
Embrace failure. It teaches resilience
and reflection.

- Value our cultural diversity - speak to
someone new and learn their story.

Use technology wisely. As | always say,
“Learning is doing, not watching.”

As | prepare to leave St Peter’s College,

| reflect on the words of Maya Angelou:
“People will forget what you said... but they
will never forget how you made them feel.”

Boys, Saints will continue to offer you an
outstanding foundation - in academics,
character, values and friendships.

The Middle Years
Program played a pivotal role in fostering both academic and
personal development. Through diverse experiences - including
designing rocket-powered cars in Science, recreating historical
artefacts in Humanities, and participating in co-curricular programs
such as Music and Sport - students demonstrated creativity,
ingenuity and adaptability. A strong academic foundation and
character-building initiatives underpinned the year’s activities,
reinforcing the School’s values of truth, respect and service. When
reflecting on the impact Year 7 had on his own personal journey
Aryan Sengar identified the importance of mentoring and the pastoral
care program “The mentoring from Dr McTernan helped me settle
into Year 7 and grow during the year. The pastoral care program also
helped me and many other people because of the regular check ins
and also the continual care that the mentors showed.”

Students also looked beyond the classroom to engage with

the wider community. Their contribution to a record-breaking
Christmas Hamper collection for Anglicare reflected their growing
empathy and sense of purpose. Frank Parsons identified that
“participating in the Christmas Hamper Collection made me feel like
| was really helping others. It was a great way to give back to the
community and feel connected to something bigger than myself.”

The cohort’s collective effort culminated in high achievement,

as reflected in their outstanding Effort Grades, and laid a robust
foundation for future success. With pride in their accomplishments,
the Year 7 cohort can look back on a year marked by growth,
resilience, and meaningful memories.

As Henry Ayers Scholarship recipient Oliver Kiu reflected:

Year 2 Report

The overarching theme for the Year 2
classrooms in 2024 was one of growth
and collaboration. Guided by the shared
motto, “Together, we will build a great year
of life and learning in Year 2,” students
and teachers alike embarked on a journey
defined by curiosity, connection and
creativity. This message was not simply

a slogan - it served as a foundation for
learning, shaping the questions we asked,
the books we read and the relationships
we nurtured.

Our classrooms - 2S with Ms India
Sanders, 2W with Miss Lucinda Wilson and
2C with Mrs Mara Cole (joined by Mr Tom
Noonan in Term 3) - were lively, dynamic
spaces that encouraged student-led
discovery. As educators, we collaborated
closely to design learning experiences that
invited students to take ownership of their
ideas and deepen their understanding

of the world around them. The boys
responded with enthusiasm, rising to each
challenge and contributing thoughtfully to
their learning communities.

One of the memorable shared experiences
this year was our deep dive into literature,
particularly the beloved classic Charlie and
the Chocolate Factory by Roald Dahl. This
vivid, whimsical story captivated the boys,
sparking a range of insightful questions:
Would Charlie find a golden ticket? What
made Mr Wonka'’s factory so magical?
Through this shared text, the boys immersed
themselves in storytelling while developing
a keen awareness of how authors use
vocabulary with purpose and intent.
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With a focus on vocabulary development,
the boys explored how carefully chosen
words add richness and nuance to a story.
They eagerly explored “Wow Words” and
experimented with using them in their own
writing and oral discussions. Whether
describing a chocolate river or imagining
their own fantastical factory rooms, the
students learned how descriptive language
can transform ordinary sentences into
vivid scenes.

Across the curriculum, the boys were
invited to ask questions, solve problems
and think critically. Inquiry-based learning
played a central role in developing their
sense of wonder and deepening their
engagement. Whether researching animals,
solving a range of mathematical problems,
experimenting with materials, or discussing
communities and places in HASS, students
learned to make connections and consider
different perspectives.

Equally important was the development of
personal and social capabilities. Working
collaboratively was a key focus, and many
learning tasks were designed to encourage
teamwork, listening and compromise.

The boys learned how to negotiate ideas,
support one another’s thinking and reflect
on group success. These social learning
experiences were foundational to the
collaborative spirit we aimed to foster
throughout the year.

As teachers, we witnessed the boys
flourish- not just as learners, but as kind,
thoughtful and engaged young people.

The 2024 Year 2 cohort grew in so many
ways, and we are proud of the progress
each boy has made. Alongside these
shared achievements, congratulations to
Oliver Dang for receiving the ICAS Medal
for Spelling Bee, achieving the best Year 2
result in South Australia.

- One that has taken us far beyond the
classroom on many occasions as we
endeavoured to make learning experiential
and tangible. We began the year with a
scavenger hunt along the River Torrens,
followed closely by a winding bus trip

up the hill to Belair National Park. These
excursions enriched our learning about
mapping and helped us explore the
differences between natural, managed and
constructed environments. The adventures
provided opportunities for students to
experience ‘perceived risk,” with some
students commenting, during an end-
of-year reflection, on how scary it was
crossing the thin Gilberton Swing Bridge

in single file.

These trips were also speckled with
surprises, one of them being Mrs Taylor and
Mr Browning’s surprise emergence from
the thick of the bush at Belair National Park.

In Semester 1, our environmental learning
continued with a walk over the road to the
Botanic Gardens, where students marvelled
at some of the more curious species of
plant and the ingenuity of First Nations
Australians, who used these plants to not
only survive but thrive. A visit from an animal
handler later in the semester provided
students with an up close and personal look
at native animals and their varied features

and adaptations. This Science unit was
made even more special and personal with
visits from some of the students’ beloved
pets. From these experiences, the boys
shared these highlights:

Semester 2 began with our 100th day of
school celebration. The day was filled with
a range of STEM learning engagements
connected to the number 100. STEM
learning continued with a visit from a
scientist who taught us all about forces and
provided us with hands-on experiments
to illustrate the workings of machines like
the wheel, pulley, wedge and screw. As a
contrast, our next big opportunity beyond
the classroom thrust students into the
spotlight and on stage for the Years 1 and
2 Concert, performing under the banner
‘Songs of Self-Discovery. Months of
practice and preparations were realised in
that special event.

Of all our experiences beyond the
classroom, the favourite was the Year 1
Sleepover where students set up their
tents, enjoyed a meal together, engaged
in several nighttime experiences and
slept under the stars on Palm House
Oval. Students reminisced on how late
they got to stay up and how different the
school looked during the torchlit night
walk. Students enjoyed the glo-sticks
that illuminated the Secret Garden and
the funny bedtime story but the comment
that captured our hearts was Sebastian’s
“Sleeping in my tent with my dad was so
snuggly.” — Sebastian Lange

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Reception Report

Stories have been at the heart of our
Reception year, weaving together the
threads of our families, customs, cultures,
experiences and memories. From the
very first days of school, stories have
guided us through the transition into life at
St Peter’s College.

We explored the rich history of our School’s
walls and fields, walking to the Chapel

and Memorial Hall and visiting significant
places. Along the way, we listened for the
stories hidden within the School Prayer and
the songs shared in Chapel with Reverend
Julia and Father Theo. During a visit to the
Big School Room, Danson Zou and Alex
Wang noticed the School Prayer inscribed
on the beams of the ceiling - a moment of
connection and discovery.

Our identity as learners at St Peter’s College
began with the sharing of personal stories
through play, conversations and creative
expression. Through bookmaking, crafting,
and storytelling, students embraced both
familiar tales and imagined adventures.

Some of the most significant stories in
2024 included We're Going on a Bear Hunt,
Tiddalick the Frog, and The Nativity. These
stories inspired rich learning experiences

across the curriculum. Students like Henry-
George Cho and Vincent Wu critically and
creatively explored We're Going on a Bear
Hunt, crafting story maps, sequencing
events and creating their own books based
on the narrative.

Tiddalick the Frog helped deepen our
understanding of oral storytelling, helping
students appreciate how stories are
passed down through generations.

Using the Talk for Writing approach, Liam
Mao and Brendon Liu enthusiastically
memorised and retold the tale with
expressive actions — much to the delight of
their peers.

Bookmaking also sparked imaginative
thinking about the spaces around us.
Some students envisioned Mr Browning’s
office in their stories - Hubert Zou
wondered if it might be scary, while Walter
Welch suggested it might be filled with
books and a teapot.

The year concluded with a joyful
celebration of storytelling through the arts.
Our Reception students sang and danced
their way through the Big Little Nativity
performance, bringing the Christmas story
to life with creativity and enthusiasm.

In Reception, storytelling has been
more than a theme - it has been a way
for students to connect, grow and
express themselves. It has laid the
foundation for their journeys as learners
at St Peter’s College.

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Prep Report

The Prep class of 2024 approached their learning with humour,
curiosity and collaboration. In Term 1, our inquiry focused on

the question ‘Who are we as learners?’. The boys explored their
identities and how they learn best. It quickly became evident that
they loved playing outside in the Secret Garden, which inspired a
shift in our inquiry to studying the natural items found there.

Each week, the boys ventured to the Secret Garden to collect and
explore different natural objects such as seed pods, sticks and, as
autumn approached, dried leaves. These outdoor experiences led
to rich discussions about the items they found - their appearances,
textures and unique characteristics. Some sticks were described
as “rough,” others as “sharp” or “blunt”. To deepen their connection
with nature, we read The Very Hungry Caterpillar by Eric Carle and
imagined life from a caterpillar’s perspective. Using the microscope
function on iPads, we studied and drew the details of our collected
items, sparking comments like, “/ see the veins in the leaf!” and
“This would be so big if | was a caterpillar!”

Inspired by Carle’s work, the boys created their own story, The Very
Hungry Caterpillar Goes to St Peter’s College, filled with fun school
anecdotes like, “The very hungry caterpillar popped out of an egg
and ran on Palm House roof.” In collaboration with Ms Norman, the
boys illustrated their story using tissue paper, paint and digital art,
and recorded their voices to narrate the book, showcasing their
creativity and storytelling skills.

This exploration of nature soon led to a deeper interest in seeds.
The boys eagerly collected seeds from the Secret Garden and
asked questions like, “Is this a seed?”, “What will it turn into?”, and
“Can we grow our own plants?” This curiosity initiated our Seeds
and Growth inquiry. The boys studied and tasted various seeds -

including sunflower and pumpkin seeds - and began saving seeds
from their fruit during snack time. This hands-on learning evolved
into planting broad bean seeds and observing their growth over
time. They also planted radish, snow pea, and carrot seeds with
their Year 6 buddies. Each Wednesday, we visited the vegetable
patches to water the plants, and by Term 4, we were able to harvest
and taste our produce.

A cherished part of our routine was visiting Vailima Retirement
Village, where the boys continued the tradition started by Mrs
Stephanie Cabot in 2023 of baking fresh scones on Mondays and
serving them to the residents. This activity embodied the School’'s
values of service and respect. In addition, guided by Ms Houston
during art lessons, the boys crafted their own clay mugs as gifts for
the Vailima residents to enjoy their tea.

This year was filled with growth, exploration and joyful learning.
The Prep class of 2024 had a successful year, and we wish them all
the best as they move on to Reception next year.

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Early Learning Centre Report

In the Early Learning Centre we aim to
provide a dynamic learning environment. In
2024, our educators focused their research
on how boys use materials to explore the
concept of movement. Each of our three
homerooms were propelled in different
directions shaped by the boys’ interests
and curiosities.

Fig Tree (our three-year-olds) looked at the
movement of birds around our campus
noticing their patterns, sounds and
behaviours. Peppercorn (our three-and-a-
half-year-olds) explored movement through
the lens of light and shadow. Mulberry

(our four-year-olds) delved into the forces
of gravity and friction, prompted by their
interest in vehicles.

A highlight of the year was an excursion
to the SA Museum to see Patch Theatre’s
Superluminal. Here the boys discovered
the mystery of black light. Inspired by this
experience, the Peppercorn boys created
many magical artworks with highlighters
and torches, culminating in a collaborative
mural: A Mosaic of Light.

The Mulberry boys extended their inquiry
into friction with a visit to North Terrace
Tyres. They came back inspired and

used the slippery dip as a site of scientific
investigation - covering it in bubble wrap
and other materials to test out the impact
of different surfaces on the movement of
their toy cars.

While exciting resources and excursions
that spark the boys’ interest are important
it is the opportunity for these provocations
to be used creatively and critically that
provides the space for dynamic thinking.
In these moments, the boys hypothesise,

challenge preconceived ideas and construct

new understandings. When we talk about
dynamic learning it is the mental leaps and
meanderings that we are aiming for.

In 2024, we piloted our first Saturday
morning SEA (Saints Extra Activities)
program for families in the Early Learning
Centre. Over four weeks, boys and their
families came together to refine their skills
in kicking, dribbling, throwing, catching and
dance. The program focused on football,
soccer and hip hop. Amid the movement
and fun, the sessions created meaningful
opportunities for families to connect.

In our busy lives, we no longer have a
single drop-off and pick-up point each day,
so we must continue to find new ways to

come together as a learning community.
We are grateful to the SEA team for
supporting us to bring this new initiative
to life.

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Junior School Art

This year in Art, we celebrated the diverse materials and
craftmanship that encompass sculptural forms in the Visual Arts.
Three-dimensional artworks were the key inspiration for all our
themes this year, with the primary material of metal permeating
throughout each boy’s experience of the Visual Arts.

Our key inspiration was the visit of our 2024 Artist in Residence,
William Sexton (HWD 2015). A metal artist and old scholar, who
forges, cuts, solders and manipulates this diverse material. With his
anvil and metalsmith tools, Mr Sexton demonstrated the force of
hammering metal and introduced the skill in metalwork with pliers,
manipulating wire into floral art forms.

Our students participated in learning about copper and
experienced hammering and bending the firm material, making

it even stronger as they applied pressure, texture, shape and
techniques to their sculptural forms. This hands-on experience
deepened their understanding of industrialised art forms, and they
were excited to discover metals, plastics, wood and mixed media
that can encompass fine arts and craftsmanship of visual art.

The culmination of this creative journey was the 2024 Junior School
Art Exhibition, proudly opened - our Art Captain, Alastair Nguyen
(Year 6). Alastair gave a beautiful speech recounting his experience
in working with Mr Sexton, and the experience of manipulating and
assembling a copper sculpture, and the change in form of the solid
material. His experience reflected the positive impact the Artist in
Residence program has in experiencing artists and the wealth of
knowledge they impart on our students.

Our exhibition showcased each boy’s high level of skill in the Visual
Arts, the influence of artists that inspire art making, and the cultural
influences that enrich each student’s curiosity and inquiry into their
learning. The Visual Arts program intertwined artists, materials and
techniques, and sparking each boy’s imagination, exploration and
joy of the Visual Arts.

Ballyturk

“His images are unpredictable, strange...
His characters live in a story of their own
making which cannot be untold... They
wait then, as in Ballyturk, for the outsider
to come and wake them, or at least prod
them and unsettle them while they wander
in their waking sleep.” Colm Toibin’s
description of Enda Walsh’s Ballyturk hints
at the challenges the Year 12 students
faced with this year’s major production.

Enda Walsh'’s Ballyturk (2014) is an Irish
play in the tradition of Samuel Beckett’s
Waiting for Godot. The two protagonists

(1 and 2) are artists, and like Estragon

and Vladimir, they wait, play, act and
dance “astride a grave”. The play is of “No
time. No place”, and nothing is certain.
Audiences witnessed two individuals

who inhabit a room and carry out daily
rituals, including performing plays involving
characters who exist in Ballyturk. Unknown
voices are heard, and stories are created
in the hope that meaning is created. Amid
such absurd uncertainty, 1 (Aaron Sweet)
and 2 (Vaughan Galloway) confront 3
(William White) who demands a death.

Aaron’s exceptional performances
presented the vulnerability of 1. His
character struggles to remember vague
flashes of his childhood and he endures

debilitating seizures that threaten his

life. Aaron was particularly tested when

he became characters that inhabit the
Ballyturk of his imagination. The physicality
of his acting, his comic expressions

and moments of pathos made his
performances memorable. Vaughan also
succeeded in fulfiling the demanding
requirements of his role. 2 is protective of
1, and he takes on the role of motivator and
controller of rituals. He loves 1 and yet he
conceals truths from him. Vaughan was
able to master the taxing and sometimes
contradictory facets of his role. Like Aaron,
he was able to adeptly juggle moments of
intense vulnerability and humour. William
White, as the enigmatic 3, succeeded in
establishing a stage presence that could
not be ignored. Dressed in a dark suit and
speaking with the lilting accent of a native
Welshman, he turned the world of 1 and

2 upside down in a gentle and assured
manner.

The cast was ably supported by the
creative skills of lighting and sound
designers, the ever-reliable Daniel Spiby
and Jake Nesbitt. We were also fortunate
to take advantage of the artistic skills of
Gabrielle Cirocco, who assisted with set
design and construction.

Walsh’s Ballyturk demanded a great deal
from all. It challenged the young actors, it
tested the director, and made audiences sit
up and take notice. Noone who saw the play
could ignore its unigueness and richness.

Flesh

Rob Drummond’s Flesh places boys, some
dressed in red and others in green, on an
island without their phones or teacher. Very

soon they are concerned about escape and

the essentials of existence - food and water.
Flesh, a modern response to Golding’s
Lord of the Flies, gave Year 10 students an
opportunity to portray characters who must
face the question — what are you willing or
capable of doing to survive?

For most of the students, it was their

first attempts at acting in front of an
audience. They deserve congratulations
for conquering a script that demanded
emotional intensity that would test

the most experienced of actors. The
ensemble nature of the piece and the use
of theatre-in-the-round, which meant that
the audience was less than a metre away,
added to the challenge.

Using the idiom of Generation Z, the play
deals with topics as diverse as social
media, the concept of FOMO, and the
questioning of unquestioned beliefs. The

playwright describes it as a play “about
an extreme situation and trying to find the
humanity within it”.

Performances of note included the work

of Rowan Clark, Jackson Cleanthous,
Siddharth Gautam, Andrew Hattingh

and John Lucas. Each performed in a
self-assured and intelligent manner. Jack
Cosenza, Will George, Emmanuel Amaechi
and Kelton Hayward deserve special
recognition for their efforts. It was their first
attempt at performing for an audience and
they not only overcame fears but produced
creditable performances which contributed
to the success of the ensemble.

The St Peter’s College Senior School Music Department

has enjoyed a remarkable 2024, filled with significant events,
achievements and a continued commitment to fostering musical
excellence. From community-focused concerts to national
competitions and innovative program developments, the
department has grown in strength and impact, reflecting the
dedication of its students, staff and community.

The year began with preparations and a new vision from the Friends
of Music for the Alfresco Concert in April. The concert, held on the
Hill Wing Lawns, drew 700 attendees, offering an evening of musical
performances from 25 ensembles across the Junior School and
Senior School. This event highlighted the exceptional teamwork
between the Friends of Music and the wider school community, with
volunteers contributing to its seamless execution. The students’
performances were met with enthusiastic applause, cementing the
concert as a cornerstone of the department’s calendar.

In May, the spotlight shifted to Generations in Jazz, where 91
students competed in a range of categories. St Peter’s College
achieved outstanding results, with Big Band 1, directed by Mr Max
Grynchuk, securing first place in the Division 1 Stage Band Awards
and best Rhythm Section, alongside multiple individual accolades
for its members. The recognition of individual musicians such as
Johnny Turner (Year 12), Ned Manifold (Year 9), Oscar Kleinig (Year
9) and Quinn Murphy (Year 10) for the superbands, and Year 12
students Loyd Williams, Johnny Turner and Joey Yan for Future
Finalists, underscored the depth of talent within the program.

The Music Department’s annual concert series delivered a diverse
array of performances and initiatives throughout the year. The
Voices of St Peter’s College choral concert, led by Mr Andrew
Chatterton, featured students from Years 3 to 12, showcasing

the range and quality of vocal talent across the School. Similarly,
the Concert Bands Showcase, a joint performance with Walford
Anglican School for Girls, celebrated the camaraderie and skill of
the bands through combined and individual ensembles. Gig @ the

Gov, provided our jazz ensembles the opportunity to perform in
one of Adelaide’s most iconic gig venues, entertaining the audience
in a lively atmosphere.

The growth of the strings program has been a particular highlight
in recent years, with its size doubling since 2020. This growth was
evident in the String and Orchestra Concert, where students from
Years 1 to 12 delivered sophisticated performances, led by

Ms Sharon Campbell, including a standout concerto by Music
Vice-Captain (Strings), Timothy Suyapto (Year 12).

The annual ABODA SA Band and Orchestra Festival was another
competition highlight for several of our ensembles, achieving five
gold and three silver awards across the various categories.

The end of Term 3 marked the end of the performance calendar in
the Senior School, and the final Music Festival pulls together the
core ensembles within the music program for a spectacular finale
to the year with a combined 200-piece festival orchestra and choir.
This concert is also the final concert for our Year 12 students, giving
them the opportunity to speak and thank those who have been a
part of their music journey at SPSC.

The success of 2024 is a testament to the hard work of students,
the guidance of dedicated staff, and the invaluable support of
the Friends of Music and the wider school community. With a
strong foundation and ambitious plans for the future, the Music
Department is poised for another exceptional year in 2025.

The Year 1 classes combined to sing Get on Your Feet, danced to
Go it Alone from Rumble, and combined with the Year 2 students
to a medley of At the Top of the World and Rippin up the Recipe.

Senior School

This year our Chinese language students
engaged in a series of enriching cultural
activities. The following highlights reflect
their exploration of language, tradition and
intercultural understanding across a range
of experiences.

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Humanities

Student numbers in Humanities continue to
be strong, where the boys learn about their
world in past, present and future contexts.

In Year 10 Pre-Modern History, students
analysed several primary visual sources
related to the Cuban Missile Crisis and
evaluated how the target audience of

a newspaper influenced its content.
Students found it fascinating to see how
perspectives on the same historical
event could vary so significantly, and how
perspectives alter over the decades.

In Year 9 History, students conducted in-
depth research using the National Archives
to create detailed profiles of former St
Peter’s College scholars who participated
in World War |. This research extended
beyond their wartime experiences to
explore who these individuals were
before the war and what became of them
afterward. It is hoped now that when the
boys enter Memorial Hall and see the
names on the wall this will have greater
significance for them.

Geography students participated in a
number of field trips across year levels:

- Year 7 visited First Creek Wetland as
part of their unit on water.

Midnight Chill

- Year 11 conducted fieldwork in
Bowden, investigating urban renewal
and adaptive reuse.

- Year 12 students attended a
workshop at the St Peter’s College
billabong in preparation for their
individual field reports.

As part of their Marketing unit, the Year

9 Commerce class visited Rundle Malll,
exploring the various ways businesses

in the city market their product towards
their target market. We also looked at the
strength of some of the brands visible and
available through Rundle Mall.

All Year 10 Commerce students
participated in the national Plan Your
Own Enterprise competition, with three
students — Nathan Randeniya, Atticus
Clayton and Jonathan Balasis — reaching
the national finals.

The Year 10 Criminology class visited the
Adelaide Magistrates Court, where the
students watched real-life court cases,
observing dozens of criminal cases before
the Magistrate and considered the reasons
why these people committed their crimes.

In Year 11 Legal Studies, students visited
Parliament House on North Terrace as

part of our Democracy unit and received
a guided tour from our local MP Cressida
O’Hanlon. They were also fortunate to
meet Premier Peter Malinauskas, who

put their political history knowledge to

the test by asking them to name the two
former Labor premiers who attended St
Peter’s College. Unfortunately, none of our
students could name either John Bannon
nor Don Dunstan.

Indigenous Program

This year’s school-wide Reconciliation
Action Plan (RAP) focus was to engage

We incorporated some Aboriginal
ways of learning, such as yarning circles.
These circles are a familiar and important

part of my life back home and when |
am out bush with my family.

Using yarning circles in this context
reminded me of home and strengthened
my cultural connection.

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Mathematics

Mathematics at St Peter’'s College
continues to be a focus of students’
academic curricular program. Students’
efforts in their study have resulted in
outstanding growth for many. The faculty
have focused on differentiation and
individual targets in the subject and have
worked closely with parents and pastoral
team members to support students with
these goals.

The Mathematics Faculty has continued to
provide excellent teaching in many areas
including in Years 7 to 10, the SACE and IB.
Years 7 and 8 moved into their second year
of incorporating Version 9 of the National
Curriculum in Mathematics and Years 9
and 10 into their third year. Summative
assessment in the subject are now tests,
investigations and examinations only. This
is to mirror the academic assessment
within the SACE Mathematics programs.
They allow an indication of student’s
readiness to change levels of mathematics
and as pre-requisites for Years 10 into 11.
The focus of summative assessment in
Years 7 to 10 is algebraic skills as these are
an excellent indicator of readiness for Year
11 and 12 Mathematics.

2024 saw the introduction of a suitable
modified Mathematics program for a

student in Year 11. This provided the student
with the opportunity to develop in skills and
areas of interest relevant to him. Hence
enabling his completion of the Numeracy
requirement for SACE without the pressure
of the regular curriculum. This pathway does
not lead to an ATAR in Year 12 and hence is
only suitable for some students.

Mangahigh continued to be used effectively
in Standard classes in Years 7 to 9 to
support concept development in some
topics. The faculty is grateful for the
Maths@Saints Fund which supported

this program at no cost to families. After
three years and extensive discussion and
analysis of outcomes it was decided that a
different combination of resources will be
most beneficial to students in future years.

Mathspace continued to be used in Years

7 and 8 as the main resource with many
students finding it helpful an online resource.
This program allows access to all year level
textbooks providing a significant opportunity
for students to self-differentiate according to
their current knowledge and ability.

Many students continue to thrive in
undertaking Stage 2 Mathematical
Methods in Year 11 as part of our
accelerated options. In additions some

students can complete Stage 2 Specialist
Mathematics in Year 11. David Taylor (Year
12) completed both these courses in 2023
allowing him to undertake Mathematics 1A
(Semester 1) and 1B (Semester 2) as part
of the University of Adelaide’s Headstart
Program. He achieved a High Distinction
in both semesters and was awarded Dux
for Semester 2 for achieving the highest
result of the students taking the program.
The goal of completing mathematics study
through the accelerated program at St
Peter’s College is so that we can provide
ongoing opportunities for students to study
mathematics at the level they are capable
of regardless of their academic year.

We remain proud of the progress our
students continue to make and look
forward to supporting and extending their
mathematical learning in the years ahead.

Science

In 2024, significant scientific events included China’s lunar sample
return mission, NASA’s Europa Clipper launch, the discovery of the
largest known astrophysical jets, advancements in personalised
mRNA vaccines and SpaceX’s successful mid-air booster catch.
These breakthroughs reflect the dynamic nature of the field,
mirrored by the vibrant, energetic, and consistently high-achieving
Science Faculty at St Peter’s College.

The faculty comprises six departments: Agriculture, Biology,
Chemistry, Psychology, Physics, and Middle Years Science. Our
team of passionate and dedicated educators strive for excellence
each day, supporting students to achieve their personal best. Year
after year, our Year 12 results rank among the best in the State;

in 2023 61% of our Year 12 students achieved an A band result.
We offer a wide range of subjects, from Olympiad preparation to
university-level courses, with 12 Year 12 classes in 2025, and a
private vineyard.

This year has been an exciting and productive one for our
Agriculture students. Year 12 students Jake Davis, Josh Poole, and
James Stockman attended the Growing the Future Industry event
organised by the Adelaide University Agriculture Students
Association, gaining valuable insights into the industry and future
career pathways. The Year 11 class successfully maintained

the School’s vineyard and produced wine on-site using our

basket press. Year 10 students explored seed technology and

soil microbiology, complementing their studies with a one-day
viticulture and oenology course at the University of Adelaide.

The Biology Department had a successful year in 2025, with many
notable achievements and enriching experiences. In Semester 1
our Year 11 students went on an excursion to the UniSA Pathology
laboratories, where students conducted experiments on gram-
positive and gram-negative bacteria. After forming connections

at a similar excursion last year, our Year 12 IB student, Johnny
Turner, completed a placement at the University of South Australia
in 2024, investigating antibiotic-resistant bacteria in nursing homes
for his Internal Assessment. We would also like to recognise Haseef
Emad, Wilson Lee, Jackson Ling and Jacob Sweet who entered
their Stage 2 Biology Science as a Human Endeavour task into the
Oliphant Science Awards.

In the Chemistry Department, we celebrated a year of diverse

and exciting investigations. Zachary Zhang explored BOD levels
across sections of the Torrens River, while Henry Zhao examined
the impact of caffeine on the calcium content in full-cream milk.
Our 12 SACE students excelled in chromatography experiments,
separating plant pigments from various vegetables. A special
mention goes to Joseph Jureidini for his outstanding report. Stage
1 students embraced titrations, mastering this volumetric analysis
technique to determine vitamin C percentages in orange juice

and iron content in steel wool. The department’s achievements
were exceptional. Darren Nguyen (FLL 2023) was honoured with
the prestigious Way Medal as the top SACE Chemistry student

for 2023, officially awarded in 2024. Sixteen students from Years
10 and 11 represented us brilliantly in the Chemistry Olympiad.
Impressively, 31% ranked in the top 10% nationally, with Year 11
students Nemindu Athukorala and Tian Wang earning places in the
top 1%, recognised with High Distinctions.

In 2024, the Psychology Department was marked by exceptional
student engagement and growth. Participation in our programs
has significantly increased, reflecting students’ enthusiasm and
curiosity about the subject. The introduction of new courses at
Years 10 and 11 has been a highlight, with these offerings receiving
outstanding feedback from students and parents alike. These
courses have enriched the curriculum, providing engaging, real-
world applications of psychological concepts. Notable mention to
student Alex Nguyen (Year 11) who won the Stage 2 Psychology
award, showcasing exceptional knowledge, application and
dedication to the subject. We are proud of the students’ progress
and look forward to building on this momentum in the coming year.

Across nine vibrant classes in the Physics Department, students
pushed scientific boundaries. Year 12 SACE students designed
cutting-edge experiments on solar panel efficiency, with Lewis
Gilbert developing an extraordinary mathematical model. Year 11
students unlocked the mysteries of nuclear physics, observing
alpha decay in a cloud chamber. In the Physics Olympiad, 22
students shone, with 23% in the national top 10% and Dan
Whittaker (Year 11) (top 1% nationally) preparing to represent
Australia in Paris. We also celebrated Mr Paul Hadfield’s remarkable
41 years of service to Physics and our School community.

In the Middle Years Science program, students have engaged in a
range of enriching and hands-on learning experiences. The Year

7 cohort explored the Space Centre and Museum, delving into
Indigenous perspectives in science. They also investigated the
mechanics of different types of levers and launched water rockets.
Year 8 students honed their practical skills through cane toad
dissections, and Year 9 students deepened their understanding of
atomic structure.

Curricular

The 2024 REACH and ICAS Science Competitions provided

a platform to benchmark our students’ scientific knowledge

on a national scale. The ICAS Science Competition in Term 3
was particularly noteworthy, with three of our students earning
prestigious national medals: Tyler Gao (Year 7), Nicholas
Savvoulidis (Year 8), and Dan Nguyen (Year 9). These exceptional
results place them in the top 1% nationally and recognize them as
the leading students in South Australia.

Our students also excelled in the Junior and Senior Science
Olympiads. High Distinctions in the Junior Olympiad were awarded
to: Tyler Gao (Year 7), Tao Wong (Year 8), Nicholas Savvoulidis (Year
8), Arav Agarwal (Year 8), Aarnav Sanghavi (Year 8), Carbon Li (Year
9), Aarav Kochar (Year 9), and Dan Nguyen (Year 9).

These outstanding achievements highlight the exceptional standard
of scientific excellence within our Science Faculty. Looking ahead,
the Science Faculty is committed to continuing to inspire our
students, fostering curiosity, critical thinking, and innovation to
prepare them for the challenges and opportunities of the future.

Technology

This year, the Technology Faculty has
embraced artificial intelligence as a

key area of exploration, deepening our
commitment to innovation — a theme that
lies at the heart of our curriculum and
student projects. Throughout 2024, our
students have exceeded expectations,
producing work that reflects their newly
acquired skills and passion.

In metalwork, the focus has been on
pushing the boundaries of what is
possible with students acquiring advanced
techniques to create pieces that are both
intricate and robust. They have explored
the use of different metals and alloys,
experimenting with textures and finishes to
achieve unique results. A notable example

is a metal water feature, created by Year 12
student Sam Lacy. This sculpture captures
the essence of movement and fluidity. It's
a reminder of how raw materials can be
transformed into something extraordinary
through innovation and skill.

In programming, students designed
interactive educational applications

aimed at helping younger learners
understand mathematics through gamified
experiences. These projects not only
demonstrated technical expertise but also
highlighted a desire to make a meaningful
contribution to the school community.

Our involvement in VEX robotics reached
new heights, with five teams — the

most in our history — entered into the
VBERC competition. All five teams were
successful in earning a place in the State
Championships held at UniSA.

Wellbeing, Health
and Physical Education

2024 was a significant year for Senior School Wellbeing, Health,
and Physical Education (WHPE). With the integration of Wellbeing
into the Health and PE department, combined with the challenges
and opportunities presented by artificial intelligence, it has been a
year of change and growth.

Our electives extended far beyond the textbook and into the real
world. From analysing the psychology of leadership through guest
speakers, to exploring rehabilitation practices, to mastering the
clean and jerk in the School’s athletic performance space, students
were challenged both intellectually and physically.

The CEO-in-Residence program offers a unique opportunity for
students to learn directly from members of our School community
who have excelled in their careers in a variety of ways. This
connection between past and present reinforces the strength of our
community while inspiring the next generation of leaders. In 2024,
we were fortunate to hear about the remarkable journey of old
scholars Andrew Lee (HWK 1999) and Dick Whitington KC (HWD

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China Tour

In December 15 Years 9 to 11 Chinese language students,
accompanied by three staff members, set off on the China Study
Tour. Spanning 19 days, this enriching journey offered a blend

of educational, cultural and adventurous experiences, leaving
students with lasting impressions and valuable insights. Throughout
the tour, students visited five cities — Beijing, Xi'an, Dali, Lijiang and
Shanghai — each providing unique opportunities to engage with
China’s rich history, diverse traditions and dynamic modern society.

Beijing set the tone, its skyline dotted with treasures of the past —
the Temple of Heaven, the Summer Palace, Tiananmen Square and
the Forbidden City. Climbing the Great Wall at Mutianyu, students
gazed over endless mountains before racing down on toboggans.
In the Hutongs, a local family welcomed them for dumpling-making,
while traditional activities like gugin music, Chinese yoyo and hacky
sack revealed the charm of everyday life.

In Xi'an, history stepped forward in the form of thousands of
Terracotta Warriors, each unique in expression and detail. Cycling
atop the Ancient City Wall and crafting mini warriors offered a
tangible connection to China’s dynastic past.

The journey slowed in Dali and Lijiang, where mountain air and
wide skies framed moments of cultural immersion. Students biked
around Erhai Lake, rode horse-drawn carriages through Xizhou
Village and marvelled at Tiger Leaping Gorge. Tie-dye workshops,
Dongba calligraphy and the spectacular “Impression Lijiang” show
introduced the traditions of the Naxi and Bai peoples.

Shanghai brought the tour into the present. At Shixi High School,
students joined morning exercises, took part in classes, shared
soccer matches and learned crafts like knot-tying and mooncake-
making. Beyond the school gates, city walks revealed a metropolis
alive with history and modern ambition.

Beyond the activities, students gained invaluable insights into
China’s educational system, historical milestones, and cultural
diversity. They learned to navigate new environments, appreciate
different perspectives, and build meaningful connections with
peers and hosts. The tour fostered personal growth, cultural
understanding, and a deeper curiosity about the world.

Future Problem Solving

Future Problem Solving (FPS) is an academic program focused
on problem solving strategies, collaboration, critical and creative
thinking and effective communication. It challenges students

to analyse current global issues and anticipate their long-term
implications, developing strategies to address emerging problems
in imaginative ways.

This year, students participated in Scenario Writing, crafting 1500-
word short stories set 20 to 30 years in the future. Each story

was based on extensive research and thoughtful discussion, with
topics including tourism, urbanisation, Antarctica and autonomous
transportation. Students explored the logical consequences of
present-day trends, transforming their insights into compelling
speculative fiction. Final submissions were reviewed and graded by
external competition organisers.

FPS provides a unique co-curricular opportunity for students to
imagine inventive and original solutions to emerging problems.

This year, the cohort of boys who
decided that mathematics was their thing,
skyrocketed. It behooves a mathematics
teacher not to defer to numbers when
making a seemingly outlandish claim, and
I'm not that brave, to wit.

If we decide that a credit or better as

our benchmark when participating in the
Australian Mathematics Competition (AMC)
- then the numbers are enough to make
my case.

Percentage of boys who received a credit
or higher in the AMC:

- Year 7: 86%

- Year 8: 89%

- Year 9: 68%

- Year 10: 79%

- Year 11: 92%

- Year 12: 100%

These numbers are remarkable. But let’s

dwell on those who proved themselves to
be unmatched in competitions.

In Year 7, Andrei Chemutov and Tyler

Gao were both outstanding in traditional
mathematics — those types of question
were mere mortals have enough trouble
deciding what the question is asking, rather
than even hope to find a solution. Tyler also
excelled in challenges where proficiency in
coding is vital.

In Year 8, Tao Wong again proved just how
good he is, not just solving almost any
question put to him, but fielding numerous
invitations to maths camps and specialised
sessions. Mention should also be made

of Mason Qian and Kevin Ma. Mason was
also invited to participate in specialist
mathematics sessions outside the School.

In Year 9, Daniel Cao was a prize
winner, and several others achieved
high histinctions.

Year 10 was not surprisingly dominated
by Tao Wong (Year 8 student) - further
indication of his prowess. Mention should
also be made of Lucas Wang, Nicholas

Psaromatis and Vincent Turong, all whom
achieved High Distinctions.

Saints Extra Activities

Since its launch in 2021, the Saints Extra
Activities (SEA) program has continued to
grow in both variety and appeal, offering
students a dynamic range of activities
that support community involvement

and personal development. In 2024, an
impressive 1,674 bookings were recorded,
highlighting the program’s continued
popularity among students and families.

Each week, students can choose from
around 34 engaging activities led by skilled
facilitators and enthusiastic Senior School
volunteers. From Breakdancing and Hip-
Hop to Chinese Calligraphy, Chess and
Minecraft, the SEA program caters to a
wide variety of interests.

To keep things fresh and relevant, new
activities introduced in 2024 included
Drama School, Drone Flying, Movie
Making, and an expanded Chess
program—further enriching the creative
and tech-focused options available.

Traditional sports remain a cornerstone
of the SEA offering, with Basketball,
Soccer, AFL, Badminton and Table Tennis
continuing to attract strong participation.
Sessions are held in a fun, safe, and
supportive environment - mostly after
school.

For our younger students in Reception
to Year 2, the popular Ninja (Gymnastics
Development) program helps build core
movement skills, while the ever-popular
Hip-Hop classes remain a firm favourite,
with some students now confident to
perform at school events.

Water safety remains a key focus, with
weekend and after-school sessions in
swimming and water confidence held at
the Burchnall Swimming Centre.

Cooking classes continue to be a favourite,
giving boys hands-on experience with
food - exploring its origins, learning safe
handling techniques, and of course,
enjoying the results.

In October we hosted our sixth annual

Sony Foundation Children’s Holiday Camp.
32 Year 11 companions from SPSC and
Wilderness School, supported by 12

Year 10 crew members, took on the
responsibility for the 24-hour care of 16
children living with disability, allowing their
families to take some valuable respite. Thank
you to Louise Firth for facilitating a fantastic
Camp, and the staff who volunteered.

Thirty-five years ago, a group of people,
including SPSC students, strove to follow
the example of Jesus by identifying

with the poor, sick and outcast, offering
sandwiches and support in Hurtle Square.
This has evolved to a weekly Saturday
night three-course seated meal: the Mary
Mags Dinners. Students, staff and parents
hosted the dinners three times this year, to
over 100 diners per evening. This couldn’t
have been achieved without the investment
and logistical support from parents Nicola
and Wayne Hughes through the Mission
Guild. Nicola hosted all three Saturday
dinners, and helped students prepare and
cook the meals each Friday prior. Emerson
Cooper (Year 10), shared his experience:

“Being part of the Mary Mags Dinners was
eye-opening. We learned about the history
- how it's grown from simple sandwiches to
full three-course meals - and saw firsthand
the impact it has on those receiving the
food. I'd encourage all the boys to get
involved in this initiative, as it's a great way

to better understand the lives of others and
contribute in a meaningful way.”

51 students across Years 7 to 11 took part
in The Smith Family’s ‘Student2Student’
program, reading to their buddy two to
three times a week, over 18-weeks.

“Reading with Fraser was a delight. We
developed his reading and literacy skills

to a high standard. Fraser said he looked
forward to our reading sessions, and it

was his favourite hobby inside and outside
our calls. Giving support to Fraser was a
genuinely special connection for me. | would
have loved the same opportunity when |
was younger.”

Following a school visit by Paul Dillon,

an expert in advising young people on
risk-taking behaviours related to drugs

and alcohol, Haydn Kamencak (Year 12)
came up with the idea to create emergency
digital cards for young people. Haydn
collaborated with Paul to develop an app
offering practical advice for managing
situations, such as placing someone in

the recovery position, assisting someone
during a panic attack and helping someone
who has had too much to drink.

We thank Alexander Piscioneri and Zig
Jonats (Year 12) for their leadership and
commitment establishing Blue Threads; a
student social enterprise selling second-hand
clothing to fund our School respite programs.
Blue Threads has raised $1,800 to date.




In the Junior School, the Barista Boys
raised an impressive $6,000 for Catherine
House, the String Ensemble performed

to patients and staff at the Royal Adelaide
Hospital, students donated footy boots

to First Nations children along with
personalised letters as part of a RAP drive,
and the Year 6 students raised $7,000 at
their Anglican Charities Day. In addition,
our Prep boys continued their weekly
visits to their friends at Vailima Gardens
Retirement Village supported by the School
Captains and senior students.

On Saturday 28 September, 16 St Peter’s College boys and 16
Wilderness School girls arrived at the SPSC Boarding House ready
to commence one of the most challenging and meaningful service
experiences of their lives — the 2024 Sony Foundation Children’s
Holiday Camp. This year we had 16 children attending the camp,
who were looked after by 32 Year 11 companions, 12 Year 10
crew members, 25 teaching/staff members and 18 nursing staff/
volunteers from both St Peter’s College and Wilderness School.
During the camp, one SPSC student and one Wilderness student
worked together to provide 24-hour care for their child living with
disability. This provided their families a much-needed break from
the fulltime care they usually provide.

| had the privilege of partnering with Lauren from Wilderness to
care for a 13-year-old boy who has autism spectrum disorder and
additional learning difficulties. Our camper came from a difficult
background, previously being in state care with few positive adult
role models. One of his biggest challenges was navigating social
situations, and this was an area we worked on together over the
course of the camp. We participated in a wide range of activities,
including swimming, arts and crafts, and karaoke, but his favourite
part of the camp was the Sony Camp Blue and White experience
and the emergency services event, where the campers had the
chance to interact with police and firefighters. It was inspiring

to watch all the campers develop a sense of personal identity

and independence throughout the experience. Although it was
challenging and, at times, tiring, | thoroughly enjoyed my time at
Sony Camp. It pushed me out of my comfort zone and provided me
with valuable experience working closely with young people with
special needs. It also gave me a deeper understanding of the daily
realities that parents and guardians face when caring for children
with additional needs. — Lachlan Estcourt-Hughes, Year 11

Sony Camp was an experience I'll never forget. | was paired with an
11-year-old boy who had Oppositional Defiant Disorder (ODD), and
from the very first day, | could see that it was going to be exciting.

My camper had a challenging family background with limited adult
role models in his life. His biggest struggles were being in group
settings and stepping outside his comfort zone, which often led

to some intense moments. There were breakdowns, moments

of frustration, and more than a few punches thrown during his
outbursts. But despite all of that, we developed a really strong
relationship over the course of the camp. He even started calling
me ‘Dad,’ which meant a lot because it showed how significant our
connection was. — Charlie Bruce, Year 11

Sony camp was challenging but extremely rewarding. It provided
us the unique opportunity to step in to the roles of these parents
and gave us a newfound appreciation for the difficult task that is
raising a child with special needs.

Year 9 Outdoor Education

Steep cliffs, sweeping valleys, and hidden rivers made the
Grampians (Gariwerd) National Park an unforgettable setting for
the Year 9 expedition. For a week, students journeyed through this
dramatic landscape, moving by foot and bike, and learning to travel
confidently in rugged country.

Boys were equipped with their own hutchie for the first time. The
lightweight shelters demanded careful set-up and a willingness
to adapt to the conditions. Some campers found that the night
passed quietly beneath the stars. For others, incoming weather
meant called for resilience and quick thinking in gusty winds.

The Grampians is a mountain range that rises suddenly from plains
and as such, is well known for its unpredictable and fast changing
conditions.

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Year 8 Outdoor Education

The Year 8 expedition took students to the
rugged Southern Yorke Peninsula, where
coastal headlands, sweeping beaches and
hidden coves became both playground
and classroom. For five days, groups
carried all they needed as they hiked and
biked through Dhilba Guuranda-Innes
National Park, discovering the rhythm of
journeying together in wild landscapes.

Each day began with campsite pack-down
before the adventure ahead: navigating by
foot along dramatic clifftops, riding trails
that opened access to distant bays, or
exploring historic sites such as the ghost
town of Inneston or Ethel Shipwreck.

Boys donned masks and fins to snorkel in
sheltered waters, before trying their hand at
beach fishing along the peninsula’s golden
stretches of sand.

A unique highlight was Group Shelter
Night, where students relied on their own
bushcraft and teamwork to build a large
shared shelter and manage the evening
independently. For some, this meant a
calm night under clear skies, while others
faced sudden squalls that demanded
resilience and quick problem solving.

As the journey neared its end, students
reflected on how they had grown in

confidence and independence. The Year 8
expedition is more than an opportunity to
understand and safely navigate our coastal
environment, it’s also a chance to embrace
challenge, support one another, and
experience the raw beauty of our coastline.

Senior School

The 2023-24 cricket season was

an important year for building our
community of learning, with strong
parent engagement, good participation
in development sessions and competitive
success across all levels laying the
foundation for our current program.

The season opened with a Welcome BBQ,
bringing together over 150 players, families,
and staff and setting the tone for a season
centred on community and connection.
Morning teas shared with opposition teams
grew in popularity, thanks to excellent
coordination by parent helpers across
Junior and Senior schools. This hospitality
became a hallmark of SPSC cricket, with
visiting schools regularly commenting on
the warm welcome they received.

Our new Girdlestone Oval practice

facility proved invaluable, with athletes
making strong use of it through morning
development sessions and afternoon junior
training programs. The uptake in these
specialist skill sessions was excellent,
offering players extended opportunities to
refine their games.

The 1st XI had a reasonably successful
season, winning the Neil Dansie Cricket
Festival for the first time in five years. This
festival held special significance as it was
the first since Neil Dansie’s passing in May
2023. Captain Noah Latimer (Year 12)

led the team well, guiding them to victory
and claiming the Neil Dansie Medal as
player of the tournament with 169 runs

at an average of 56 and seven wickets.
Charlie Moule-Hooworth (Year 12) had a
breakout tournament performance that
was crucial to the teams’ success, with his
patient 79 in the final against Toowoomba
Grammar showing good maturity under
pressure. Felix Polasek (Year 11) and
Henry Xenophou (Year 12) also contributed
well, with Xenophou’s debut with the

team including an important 4/28 against
Cranbrook School.

The team reached the SAAS semi-final
before losing to Scotch College, then
secured third place with a victory over
Immanuel. Noah Latimer’s overall season
was outstanding, including two centuries —
101 not out against Immanuel College and
124 in the Intercol match — and winning the
SAAS 1st XI Division One Batting Award.

In the 2nd XI, Henry Wigg (Year 11)
produced the bowling performance of the
season with 7/16 against Christian Brothers
College - their only defeat until the final.
Krishen Nair’s (Year 11) consistent all-round
performances earned him Best and Fairest
honours. The team went on to win the
SAAS Division 2 premiership, defeating
CBC'’s 1st Xl in the final.

The 3rd XI saw Angus Crawford (Year

12) score 98 against Immanuel, while our
middle school teams continued to develop.
The reintroduction of our development
squad, featuring students from Years 7 to
12, performed well in T20 fixtures against
other schools’ firsts and seconds.

A wonderful example of our community
spirit was seeing 1st Xl players regularly
coaching Years 2 and 3 cricketers,
demonstrating excellent service to the
program and giving back to the next
generation of SPSC cricketers. This
mentorship created valuable connections
across year levels while helping develop
fundamental skills in our youngest players.

The season concluded with a Senior
School presentation evening celebrating
both individual achievements and the
collective success of a cricket program
grounded in our values - enjoying the
game, striving to improve, and developing
as both cricketers and people.

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“Life is like riding a bicycle. To keep your
balance, you must keep moving.” These
words by Albert Einstein seem a fitting
reflection of Paul Hadfield’s 41-year journey
at St Peter’s College — a journey defined

by balance, forward momentum and
extraordinary service.

Paul joined the School in 1984, following
short-term contracts in some of Adelaide’s
tougher northern suburbs. Recognising
his talent and energy, then-Headmaster
Tony Shinkfield appointed the 23-year-old
to teach Year 12 Physics and entrusted
him with the role of Master-in-Charge

of Swimming and Water Polo. It was an
inspired decision. Paul brought structure,
passion and professionalism to these
programs, overseeing Swimming for 14
years and Water Polo for over 30.

As coach of the 1st Water Polo Team from
1984 to 2019 — and then as Assistant
Coach until 2023 — Paul’s influence shaped
generations of SPSC boys. His teams won
nine consecutive Intercols and numerous
SAAS shields. But Paul’s true legacy lies

in the character he helped forge in his
players. He pushed physical boundaries,
challenged minds and nurtured belief —
turning boys into confident young men.

His coaching philosophy was underpinned
by team unity, leadership development
and a fierce commitment to doing the
basics well. A master motivator, Paul’s
teams consistently rose to the occasion
under pressure, often delivering unlikely

victories on the Intercol stage. He also led
three international tours to New Zealand
and Hawaii, culminating in a national
championship win in 2005. His contribution
to the sport continues through the annual
Hadfield Cup, played between the Firsts
and SPOC, and his honorary membership
of the SPOC club, awarded in 2023.

Paul also coached Football, Cross
Country and Basketball, demonstrating
his versatility and commitment to the co-
curricular life of the School.

Pastoral care was another hallmark of
Paul’s time at SPSC. Appointed Assistant
Head of Hawkes House in 1993, he
became Head of Young House in 1996, a
role he held for eight years. Paul was an
exceptional Housemaster — meticulous,
principled, supportive and deeply
respected. He demanded high standards
but led with warmth and care, guiding boys
through their formative years with wisdom
and quiet strength.

The School Magazine recorded upon

his departure from Young House: “Mr
Hadfield’s approachability, devotion and
warm, reassuring manner have enabled
him to assist all boys in developing their
strengths and talents.” Colleagues agree.
Jon Inge recalls Paul’'s quiet example
and deep commitment to the pastoral
dimension of House life as inspirational in
shaping his own practice.

In the classroom, Paul brought the world of
Physics to life. A gifted educator, he taught
across junior Science and Mathematics,
but found his natural home in senior
Physics. As Head of Physics from 1988

to 2012 and Head of the Science Faculty
from 2008 to 2011, he led with vision,
collaboration and excellence. He served

as a SACE Physics Examiner for 10 years
and an IB Physics Examiner and Workshop
Leader from 2005.

Fellow Physics teacher Hiwa Jaldiani
credits Paul with cultivating wonder and
intellectual curiosity in students — making
complex concepts accessible and
engaging. He also notes the deep sense

of collegiality Paul fostered within the
faculty — valuing all voices and encouraging
professional growth and innovation.

From 2012, Paul served as the School’s IB
Diploma Coordinator, a role he held for 12

years, while also managing the CAS and
Extended Essay programs. His command
of the IB’s complex academic structures
and his care for each individual student
made him a trusted and steady presence
for staff, parents and boys alike. As Nick
Carter observed, Paul combined “energy,
wisdom, kindness and creativity,” and
ensured no boy ever felt like a number.

One of Paul’s proudest contributions

has been the service-learning tours he
initiated and led — ten trips to Fiji and five
to Cambodia — in which students built
houses and supported disadvantaged
communities. These experiences
challenged boys to broaden their
worldviews and develop compassion,
humility and gratitude. Paul’'s calm
leadership, attention to detail and heartfelt
care for others left a lasting impression on
all who participated. He also served on the
committee that helped establish a school
near Siem Reap, Cambodia, using funds
from the former Teachers’ Association.

While Paul’s professional life was anchored
in SPSC, his true centre of gravity has
always been his family. He shares an
enduring partnership with his wife Bronwyn
and is a devoted father to Luke and Megan.
In recent years, he has embraced the joys
of grandparenthood and looks forward

to quiet days at Port Julia, fishing with his
seven grandchildren and no doubt slipping
a few Physics jokes into the conversation

— perhaps over a classic dinner of “fission
chips.”

Paul Hadfield retires in 2024 as the fourth
longest-serving teacher in the School’s
history. In mathematics, 41 is a prime
number — divisible only by one and itself.
Yet Paul’s service has never been self-
serving. He has given generously of his
time, his intellect and his heart. He has
been, in every way, a teacher in his prime.

We thank Paul for his outstanding
contribution to the life of the School. He
leaves behind a legacy of excellence,
humility and care — and a community of
students and colleagues forever shaped by
his influence.

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Jon Inge began his teaching journey at

St Peter’s College in 1991, arriving during
what Paul Keating famously labelled “the
recession we had to have.” With 11 years’
experience already under his belt, including
two published books now housed in the
National Library of Australia, Jon brought a
strong academic foundation and creative
flair to the classroom from day one.

Over his 33-year career at SPSC, Jon
made Room 16 his home — transforming

it into a dynamic and memorable

learning environment. Decorated with
eagle paraphernalia, economic memes,
inspirational quotes and plenty of burgundy,
the room was a reflection of Jon'’s love for
both Economics and Farr House. Desks
were named after famous economists,
with students earning the right to sit at
them through classroom effort, creating an
environment where learning and fun went
hand in hand.

Jon’s teaching was distinguished by his
creativity and innovation. From revision
guides like Weapons of Mass Revision and
Exam Wars, to the use of games such as
Lemonade Stall, Third World Farmer and the
Government Game, his passion for engaging
students was unmistakable. His Economics
Hard Quiz, where he channelled Tom
Gleeson’s persona, was a recent favourite.
Jon also embraced the digital space early,
developing an impressive catalogue of
resources via blogs and wikis — all signed off
with the familiar phrase: “Check the blog!”

This creativity was underpinned by
methodical planning. Famous for counting
down every task until the end of year, Jon
found comfort in structure while relishing
the unpredictability of each teaching day.
His approach achieved rare “economies
of scale” — with each new class benefiting

from a deeper reservoir of well-honed
resources and reflection.

Beyond the classroom, Jon’s commitment
to co-curricular life was evident in his
involvement in Year 9 and 10 Cricket.
Known for his sharp batting and dry
humour, he led by example — often
dispatching balls over the heads of fielders
to their great dismay and admiration.

In 19983, Jon took on the position as
assistant head of Farr House under lan
Hume, beginning a 29-year (22 as Head

of House) association with the burgundy
house. His detailed student reviews and
deep investment in pastoral care became
legendary. Long before such practices were
commonplace, Jon was modelling elite
pastoral support. His burgundy car, jacket
and enthusiasm for all things Farr symbolised
his loyalty to the house and its students.

Jon was also a generous mentor to
colleagues, always willing to share
resources and words of encouragement.
His emails, written in the unique dialect

of “Inge,” provided clarity, warmth and
inspiration. For many, his wise and reflective
counsel made all the difference during
challenging times.

Following health challenges in 2022,

Jon returned to work with characteristic
optimism and renewed perspective. As he
retires, his legacy lives on in the thousands
of lessons taught, students inspired and
colleagues supported.

We thank Jon for his remarkable service
to St Peter’s College.
